A note from Pastor Angela

| was talking to God a few weeks about seeing people coming
to know him and coming to be a part of our fellowship in our
church. | was asking him, “God, how can we be more inten-
tional? How can people be motivated to really share their faith
and bring people to church?” | know that personally even
though | preach the Word of God every Sunday, it is often a
difficult thing to speak one on one to people or to invite them to
church. ltis hard for a variety of reasons - maybe we are insecure or self-conscious or we fear rejection or ridicule.
Maybe we are afraid that we don’t have all of the right answers. Whatever the reason, speaking to people about Jesus
(or witnessing) is hard for most people.

But then, | started thinking, “You know, if each person in our congregation of around 50 would be intentional to reach just
one other person in a year for Jesus and to bring them to church, our church size would double! We would go to a
church with less than 100 to a church of over 100 which each one reaching one.” That is pretty amazing. And, after all,
that is what we are called to do.

So, on the first Sunday in July, a challenge is going to be issued to our congregation. The challenge is that from the first
Sunday of July in 2011 until the first Sunday of July in 2012, we would each commit to reach one person for Christ and to
bring them into our fellowship. Then, on the first Sunday of July 2012, we will not only celebrate the freedom we enjoy in
this country on July 4th Weekend, but we will also celebrate the freedom that dozens of people have found in Jesus
Christ because we committed to each one reaching one.

For those who are not here on the first Sunday in July, | would encourage you to get a transcript of the sermon. They
will be made available in the foyer on the table and read it. | have never asked anyone to ever read a transcript of one of
my sermons before. However, | believe that the need for each of us to reach someone else is so vital to the life and fu-
ture of our congregation, that it cannot be ignored or put off. Further, the entire church needs to be behind this challenge
and be of one mind and one focus for each of us to reach one.

Are you ready to take the challenge and reach one? Are we ready to be a congregation that not just saying we want to
grow and see people come to know Jesus, but that we prove this by being intentional to build relationships with people
and share with them about the One who they need a relationship with the most? | challenge each one to reach one.
